One might well call The Philadelphia Orchestra playing a Tchaikovsky symphony the
perfect marriage. Few ensembles have built such a legacy and strong association with the
great Russian master. This recording features the final Symphony No. 6 “Pathétique.”.
Written in the last year of his life, this most melancholic of Tchaikovsky’s symphonies is
forever associated with the tragedy of his sudden death in 1893. As an added bonus, the disc
includes the seldom-heard piano masterpiece Dumka performed by Christoph Eschenbach on
piano.

With this release, The Philadelphia Orchestra and Christoph Eschenbach have now completed
their recordings of the last three Tchaikovsky symphonies for Ondine. Enthusiastic press and

success followed on the release of the previous recordings of Tchaikovsky’s Fourth and Fifth

Symphonies, coupled each with one half of 7he Seasons.
