“virtual orchestra,” controlling the tempo and volume of an on-screen ensemble using cutting-edge
technology. The UBS Virtual Maestro is brought to the lobby of The Kimmel Center for the Performing
Arts by UBS, the season sponsor of The Philadelphia Orchestra, and will remain on display until April 15.

Similar to the technology used in video games such as Guitar Hero and Rock Band, which allows
players to act out their rock star fantasies, the UBS Virtual Maestro gives classical music fans the chance to
conduct a virtual orchestra. All performance-goers and visitors to the Kimmel Center are invited to step up
to a music stand and pick up a special electronic controller and conduct the music of Berlioz, Rossini, or
Tchaikovsky. When the controller is raised, the virtual musicians raise their instruments. The faster the
controller is moved, the faster the musicians will play. Moving the controller more slowly slows down the
musicians. Bigger movements make the musicians play louder and smaller movements make them play
softer. When the music finishes, the orchestra stands and applause rewards the novice conductor for a job

well done.

The UBS Virtual Maestro is scheduled to travel to nine different UBS-sponsored orchestras and music
festivals throughout the United States during the 2007-08 season, including the Boston Symphony Orchestra,
Los Angeles Philharmonic, Seattle Symphony, Utah Symphony, the Minnesota Orchestra, the Cleveland
Orchestra, and the Ravinia Festival.
